4. Rules of financing of the control of classical swine fever
4.1
General rule of financing the control of contagious diseases 
"Payment from the state budget for all documents costs and actions performed upon order of the Veterinary Inspection on the basis of an administrative decision."
4.2 .
Budgetary reserve for unexpected expenses
Funds devised for coverage of expenses reaching beyond the normal current costs of functioning of the Veterinary Inspection, which are related to controlling of outbreaks, are derived from the State annual budgetary reserve. Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development has a purpose reserve at his disposal for controlling of animal infectious diseases which is included in the budget act specifying the means for a current budget year as purpose reserves. 

4.3. Additional sources of financing in natural calamity situations
In the event of a continuing or disseminating plague, there appears a need to finance the controlling by the State Budget which will then provide any other indispensable sources of winning-over additional financial means and launched by way of separate legislation amending the budget act.

4.4. Financing in the district level in the case of an occurrence of one
The District Veterinary Officer (DVO) shall finance control of one disease outbreak within the current budget for controlling of contagious diseases with an annual limit. The funds come form the Voivode's budget.
4.5. Financing in the case of an occurrence of more than one focus
The District Veterinary Officer applies to the Voivode through the Province Veterinary Officer pursuant to the needs established with the Province Veterinary Officer to:
· launch additional means through budgetary movements within the province,
· application of the Voivode to the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development or the Minister of Finance, as well as to the Prime Minister (the exact description is to be filled in by the Veterinary Inspection) to launch additional financial means from the budgetary reserve to control the disease,
· Province Governor’s appeal to be made to the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development or the Minister of Finance for the launch of extra funds from the budgetary reserve toward the control of CSF on the territory of: ............................... Province, in the amount to cover the expenses incurred for:

a) killing of animals

b) destroyed food stuffs of animal origin and animal feeding stuffs, equipment, etc.,

c) disinfection

d) utilisation of animals

e) transport

f) perlustration

g) other activities conducted by the veterinary officers and other persons not being employed in the Veterinary Inspection. Having consulted the matter with the Chief Veterinary Officer, the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development shall apply with the Minister of Finance for the launch of means applied-for from his/her reserve specified in the budget act. 

· if the means in the budget of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development are depleted, the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development shall apply with the Prime Minister for the launch of budget reserves under his/her disposition.

4.6.
Rules of planning funds for control of diseases
Due to the predicted occurrence of the disease the following funds shall be taken in consideration:
· additional, apart from a normal remuneration for the personnel,
· animal transport,
· disinfection of food articles of an animal origin withdrawn from the trade,
and their rendering or incineration,
· killing the animals, removing their carcasses, and their rendering,
· cleaning and disinfecting rooms, farms, cars, equipment,
and tools,
· preparations and equipment,
· additional equipment and tools,
· damaged animal feeding stuff, etc.,
· actions performed by veterinarians and other persons who are not
employees of the Veterinary Inspection, which is realised on the basis of civil and legal agreements concluded between the contractors and the Veterinary Inspection body according to art. 44 of the Veterinary Law,
· diagnostic and screening activities, special advisory services etc. performed by the National Reference Laboratory.

4.7. Compensations
On account of animals enumerated in Article 25 of the Veterinary Act, whenever killed, directed to sanitary slaughter, as ordered by a relevant Veterinary Inspection body, or on account of animals killed/dead as a result of operations ordered by these bodies, indemnification shall be vested from State Budget resources, in the amount(s) equalling animal’s/animals’ market-value . The food stuffs of animals origin, animal feeding stuffs and the equipment destroyed by order of the District Veterinary Officer shall also be subject to compensation. The said market value shall be determined against the mean value calculated based on three estimations provided, respectively, by two experts and the District Veterinary Officer – as in line with Article 25 of the Veterinary Act and with the following Regulations:

·  Regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development ‘concerning the procedure of appointment and dismissal of exerts, qualifications and rules of remuneration thereof, and on detailed rules of estimation of animals’ (O.J. of 1998 No 143, item 925),
· Regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development ‘concerning the compensation calculation procedure (O.J. of 2003 No 89, item 838). 
Payments of compensation to farmers are effected without unnecessary delay, and in each case, within a period not in excess of 60 days from the date of animal killing or commodity/goods destruction. The crisis team on the province (voivodship) level shall provide surveillance over the method and amounts of animal estimation, by means of random checks (inspection) executed in the field, as well as permanent monitoring of amounts of payments effected from the State Budget and analysis of animal market prices.

4.8. Payment on account of location, construction, maintenance, and operation of animal burial grounds
Location, maintenance and operation of animal burial sites shall be enabled by communal self-governments, using their own budgetary resources, as in line with the Act of 13 September 1996 ‘on keeping communes and municipalities tidy and in order’. Simultaneously the actually incurred expenses for the construction of burial sites and the preparation of incineration sites for animal carcasses and parts thereof, shall be returned from the State Budget, as in line with Article 9, clause 8 of the ‘Veterinary Act’,  
4.9. Readiness to control the disease 

Readiness to control the disease shall consist in:

· strategy planning for the eventuality of the scope of natural disaster,

· equipping of Crisis Centres and maintenance of their readiness,

· training of Veterinary Inspection employees on the District, Province and national levels,


financed from the Inspection’s own budget;

· maintenance of the Group of Experts and general readiness to control the disease outbreaks,


financed from the Chief Veterinary Officer’s budget.

The responsibility for financing of the above operations shall rest with the Chief Veterinary Officer.
4.10. The rules of entering into, and concluding, contracts or agreements
The rules of entering into contracts for the performance of actions and funding thereof shall be determined by detailed regulations of the Polish law – Civil Code.
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
