6.2. Tasks of the CVO’s National Crisis Team
A fundamental goal of the national policy for controlling the classical swine fever is to eradicate the disease as soon as possible after its detection in Poland. This means eliminating the CSF virus by way of eradication, wherever economically justified and deemed effective. The said option involves the slaughter and disposal of all infected animals and those having come into contact with sick animals.
If the aforementioned actions do not turn out to be sufficient means in fighting the disease, the disease carrying factors shall be controlled.
The CVO’s National Crisis Team (NCT) shall be responsible for preparation of any relevant documents and materials, and execute commands of the CVO. Moreover, it is tasked with preparing all decisions regarding the application of CSF monitoring measures. These decisions must be taken under observance of rules determining the manner of exercising such monitoring and eradicating the disease. In addition, NCT shall prepare information on the progress of the epidemic, under observance of the relevant policy rules.

6.3. NCT, operating under Chief Veterinary Officer, shall consist of four components (see lower section of above chart).
The composition/cast of NCT and number of its staff may differ depending on the scale of epizootic and on how difficult its controlling has appeared. The Team Chairman shall be the Director of the Office for Animal Health and Protection, or a person delegated by him/her.

The Experts Team shall consist of:

· one representative appointed by the Chief Sanitary inspector,

· one representative appointed by the Director of the State Veterinary Institute in Puławy.

Moreover, if need be, the Chairman may appoint for the Experts Team also representatives of other groups, such as Association of Slaughterers and Deli Meat Producers, National Association of Dairy Co-operatives, Association of Breeders and Producers of individual animal species, representatives of organisations whose statutes/by-laws provide for protection of animals.

NTC’s tasks in time of peace:

· update of animal infectious disease eradication contingency plans,

· operation of the ZChZZ system (System for notification and registration of animal infectious diseases):

· current operation of the system in the scope of diseases which fall under obligation of notification and eradication and registration,

· current and periodic analyses of animal morbidity,

· development of statistical data and documentation thereof,

· analysis of the available data in relation to information from other sources of infectious disease occurrence in other parts of the World,

· current analysis of correctness of animal infectious disease monitoring and submitting the needs for modification thereof with the Chief Veterinary Officer,

· preparation of information on animal infectious disease occurrence in Poland for the as required by the domestic and international institutions,

· participation in trainings related to conducting and methodology of current, long-term and statistical analyses,

· arrangements with the Chief veterinary Officer on the schedule of annual training cycles related to the operation of ZChZZ system,

· operation of the RASFF system:

· performing tasks related to the food stuffs safety strategy,

· co-operation with the General Sanitary Inspectorate (in the event of forbidden substances in food stuffs of animal origin), including coordination of explanatory proceedings,
· international co-operation (intelligence related to threats in food stuffs and animal feeding stuffs),
· arrangements with the CVO concerning the schedule of annual training cycles in the scope of RASFF system surveillance,

· operation of the ADNS system, with particular regard of:

· current operation of the system

· co-operation with veterinary officials of the ADNS ‘member’ countries and International Bureau of Epizootic in Paris,

· arrangements with the competent person concerning the schedule of annual training cycles in the scope of ADNS System.

6.4. Actions of the Crisis Centre:
· consulting and advisory actions in case of crisis-type threat to animals, posed by FMD. Such cases cover suspicions of CSF occurrence and instances of strongly intensifying epizootic,

· assessing and provision of consulting as regards instances of initial or confirmed diagnosing of CSF outbreak amongst animals,

· advising re. methods of eradication or monitoring/controlling of CSF in case of suspected or confirmed crisis state,

· presenting, to the Government, methods enabling to meet international norms and obligations re. notification and eradication of CSF,

· advising to the Chief Veterinary Officer in connection with responding to occurrence of CSF, inclusive of provision of reports containing breakdowns of expenditures as provided-for in the budget, agreed-upon and actually effectuated as part of implementation of the CSF response/control plan,

· counselling re. ‘way-out strategies’ and announcing the country as being CSF-free.
6.4.1. Tasks and actions of CVO’s NCT organisational cells

· manages the Crisis Team,

· reconciles/agrees upon rules for collaborating with institutions and organisations participating in controlling CSF,

· pursues international co-operation,

· builds an information policy and co-operation with the mass media,

· prepares opinions re. Province Governor applications for releasing extra funding.

6.4.1.2. Deputy Chairman 

· performs all the respective tasks acting as a substitute/deputy to the Crisis Team Chairman.

6.4.1.3. Co-ordinator - Secretary

· organises the work of the CVO’s Crisis Team,

· co-ordinates the work of NCT teams,

· organises and supervises communications systems,

· collaborates with the mass media,

· maintains contact with the National Centre for Co-ordination of Population Rescuing and Protection

6.4.1.4. ‘Organisation, Supervision, Industrial Safety and Animal Welfare Inspection’ Team

· ensures maintenance of readiness to control CSF and updates the national anti-epizootic protection scheme,

· controls the readiness of province and district teams and proposes assessments, evaluations and conclusions ensuing from the supervision,

· presents reports and applications/motions re. CSF-control-related organisational matters,

· analyses financial and actual needs for maintenance of readiness,

· provides logistic conditions for action of the Crisis Team in a situation of CSF outbreak,

· supervises the Crisis Team over delivery of assigned tasks and content-related/substantial orders at lower levels,

· oversees the observance of industrial safety provisions,

· oversees the observance of animal health provisions,

· co-operates with collaborating/contributing entities.

6.4.1.5. Experts Team
· exercises content-related/substantial surveillance and assessment of proceeding in controlling CSF,

· works out instructions on procedures and decisions of the Crisis Unit,

· establishes procedures re. utilisation of animals affected with CSF and oversees the implementation of same,

· provides content-related/substantial assistance to PCT and DCT,

· establishes tasks for entities related to CSF control,

· pronounces opinions on legislative applications, instructions and decisions concerning CSF controlling,

· develops (a) strategy(-ies) for the control of CSF in Poland,

· prepares reports and assessments for the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development,

· determines training programmes for veterinary surgeons,

· proposes topics/themes to be undertaken/followed-up by the State Veterinary Institute, university Veterinary Medicine Departments/Faculties,

· develops a monitoring system when threat is maintained and in case of occurrence of CSF.
