7.2. Assessment of possible losses as a result of the CSF
The losses shall be correlated with the number of outbreaks of the disease in the case of an occurrence of the CSF. It may reach up to one (several) outbreaks per year, as it has lately happened in Germany: up to several hundreds outbreaks and a liquidation of over 12,000,000 pigs as it took place in Holland in the years 1997-1998. Bearing in mind the fact that the system of breeding pigs in Poland is similar, for instance, to the German or Luxembourg system, it results from calculations conducted in these countries that total costs of eradication of CSF, including losses connected with stopping the export, reach Euro 50,000 – 250,000 per one outbreak. Taking into consideration the huge differentiation in the field of the size of national farms from one pig per farm up to 40,000 pigs per one farm, costs of eradication of classical swine fever will be heavily differentiated in various situations. Losses of the state resulting from limitations in the export shall be added to the losses (costs) connected with an outbreak of the CSF. 

Since the participation of the animal production in the GNP is ca. 3%, i.e., 15.5 billion PLN, it should be assumed that losses caused by the CSF covering up to 10% of pigs in a pessimistic variant (2,000,000 pigs) are estimated to reach PLN 500 mln which constitutes 0.1% of the GNP.
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
