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12.  - District Veterinary Officer
12.1 Responsibility for fighting and eradicating the classical swine fever in the region

The responsibility for the fighting and eradicating the classical swine fever in the region belongs to the Starost or City President, who assigns the functional responsibility connected with the actions to the District Veterinary Officer. He is a Deputy Chairman of the District Crisis Management Centre (PCZK).

The District Veterinary Officer, whose has the District Veterinary Inspectorate at his disposal in the field of shaping the policy, is responsible for the supervision and co-ordination of the action and the assurance of uniform control measures in the case of an outbreak of an epidemic in the given region.
12.2. Responsibility for the training and organisational preparation 
The District Veterinary Officer is responsible for the assurance of a permanent preparation of veterinary services from the organisational point of view, resources, and level of training, for a quick and efficient reaction to crisis situations connected with the occurrence of the disease. 

The District Veterinary Officer is always supported by employees of the Province Veterinary Officer within the realisation of his duties. 

12.3. Tasks of the District Veterinary Officer
· creation and updating the readiness plan for the region and presenting it to the Province Veterinary Officer for approval,
· analysing the state of the threat, setting out tasks, co-ordinating actions, and supervising actions of individual, subjected, and co-operating units performing actions in site,
· appointment of the District Crisis Unit, its management, appointment of their Chairman and Deputy Chairmen,
· activation of PZK on the day of obtaining information about suspicions,
· close co-operation with the WZK,
· preparation of proposals for infected and surveillance zones, as well as the protective areas, and applying to the Province Veterinary Officer about an issue of a resolution by the Voivode introducing temporary or total limitations according to art. 23 of the Veterinary Law,
· applying for appropriate financial means from budgetary reserves of the Voivode to eradicate the disease in case of its confirmation,
· announcement about a outbreak or outbreaks of the disease and reporting to the Province Veterinary Officer,
· supervising and co-ordinating actions connected with killing and utilisation of animals, with the consideration of the number of slaughter groups, processing capacities of rendering plants, transport, and other factors influencing the actions,
· supervising the slaughter of slaughter animals is selected slaughter-houses, taking into consideration the welfare of the animals,
· conducting training for professional employees and other necessary services, as well as representatives of unions and agricultural organisations, as well as producer organisations,
· co-operation with institutions and organisations necessary to eradicate the disease,
· securing the information flow and drawing up reports for the Province Veterinary Officer and the     Province Manager,
·    assurance that PZK have sufficient quantities of: 

· necessary forms to carry out actions connected with a suspicion, outbreak of the disease, realisation of investigation, eradicate the disease, etc.,
· disinfecting means necessary to eradicate the disease,
· equipment used to eradicate the disease,
12.4. Organisational scheme of the District Crisis Unit at the District Veterinary Officer – District Crisis Unit (PZK)
The District Veterinary Inspectorate is the seat of the District Crisis Unit. To be filled in by the District Veterinary Officer 
The composition and size of the District Crisis Unit may differ depending on the scale of the epizooty and difficulties in fighting against it.
