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INTRODUCTION
This present SVD–PLAN concerns Swine Vesicular Disease (SVD), and proposes a controlling strategy thereof as well as procedures and instructions enabling to eliminate the said sickness.
The SVD–PLAN has been approved as of 29 August 2003 by the Chief Veterinary Officer and the Council of Epizootics, being the CVO’s advisory/opinion-pronouncing body, at a meeting held on 29 August 2003, for application under circumstances of SVD occurring as a threat to animals in Poland. The said Plan has also been approved of by the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development responsible for Veterinary Inspection on 1 September 2003..

The purpose behind the Plan in question is to create uniform methods of procedure of the Veterinary Inspection and the collaborating services, inspections and guards/brigades, aiming at developing of a plan against the possible situation of endangerment and occurrence of SVD.

The notion of ‘Veterinary Inspection’ shall cover the following entities:

· General Veterinary Inspectorate,
· Province Veterinary Inspectorates,

· Border Veterinary Inspectorates,

· District Veterinary Inspectorates, 

whose respective data are quoted in the above-enumerated Annexes hereto.

Amongst the tasks of the Veterinary Inspection are controlling animal contagious/communicable diseases, examination of slaughter animals and meat, as well as performance of any other tasks ensuing from separate provisions; in particular, this includes exercise of supervision over:

1) health quality of foodstuffs of animal origin, incl. over sanitary conditions of obtaining, production, and storage thereof;

2) health quality of certain animal feeding stuffs;
3) trade in pharmaceutical agents/drugs and medical materials designed exclusively for animals;

4)  health of animals designed for reproduction, and biological material quality;

5) observance of animal protection provisions; and,

6)  exercise of control over observance of the rules of identification and registration of animals, and inspection of movement thereof.

SVD–PLAN has at each stage to be furnished with a uniform layout.

This ‘uniform layout’ shall be understood to mean a necessity to maintain the typeface and size of fonts used, spaces between the lines, contents of the headers and footers, as well as correspondence of titles/headlines of chapters and subchapters.

The SVD–PLAN shall be liable to regular review, due to be performed once a year as a minimum, and corrections/modifications/amendments, as appropriate.
