7.2. Estimation of possible losses occurring as a result of SVD

In case of occurrence of SVD in Poland, estimated and liquidated would have to be circa 6% of the total swine stock, i.e. roughly one million. The funds that would be needed in order to pay compensations to farmers on account of killed animals amount to an estimated PLN 230,000 thousand. In addition, the costs of transport and utilisation are to be included, alongside the remuneration for privately practising veterinary surgeons, experts and other persons whose work is indispensable for eradication of the plague, should be estimated at ca. PLN 120,000 thousand. The remaining costs and expenses, such as materials, State losses on account of exports, restrictions in human traffic (tourism) and other areas, should be assumed at ca. PLN 500,000 thousand. The total direct costs would thus amount to PLN 850,000 thousand. Since the share of hogs production in the GDP constitutes ca. 1%, i.e. PLN 5.2bn, it should be assumed that losses caused by SVD that would affect 7% of the population may be estimated at PLN 850 Mio., which stands for 0.16% of the GDP.
