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12.  District Veterinary Officer (DVO)

12.1  Responsibility for control and eradication of Swine Vesicular Disease in the district 

The responsibility for control and eradication of Swine Vesicular Disease (SVD) in districts rests with the respective Subprefects (starostas) or Mayors [Presidents] of the Town who transfers functional liability on account of these actions onto the District Veterinary Officer being competent as to the territory.

The latter is also deputy to the Chairman of the District Crisis Management Centre (PCZK).

Surveillance and co-ordination of actions and provision of uniform means and measures of control, in case of outbreak of epizootics within the district, is responsibility of the DVO who has the District Veterinary Inspectorate at his disposal, as regards determination of the policies of action.

12.2. Responsibility for training and organisational/administrative preparation

The District Veterinary Officer is responsible for provision of [an opportunity of] permanent preparation of veterinary services – as regards organisation, resources and level of training received – for fast and efficient responding to crisis circumstances related to the occurrence of the sickness in question. As to the scope of fulfilling his duties, the DVO is at all times supported by the Province Veterinary Officer.

12.3. Tasks of DVO:

· preparation and updating of the district contingency plan and submittal of same to the Province Veterinary Officer for acceptance;

· analysing the state of endangerment, assignment of tasks, co-ordination of actions, and supervision of actions performed by individual, subordinate and co-operating entities/units performing their relevant actions in the field;
· establishment of ‘PZK’ by way of order, and appointment of the Chairman and deputies thereto;

· activation of ‘PZK’ as of the date on which information re. suspicion is obtained;

· close collaboration with the ‘WZK’;

· preparation of proposals re. infected and endangered areas as well as protected area, and applying with the Province Veterinary Officer for issuance, by the Province Governor ,of a decree introducing temporary or complete limitations as in line with Art. 23 of the ‘Veterinary Act’;

· applying for adequate financial resources from the Province Governor budgetary reserve for control/eradication of SVD in case the latter has been confirmed;

· announcing on detection of SVD outbreak(es) and reporting to the Province Veterinary Officer;

· oversight and co-ordination of killing/slaughtering and utilisation of animals, with regard to the number of slaughter groups, processing potential/throughput of utilisation plants and transportation facilities, and any other factors as may exert an impact on those actions;

· surveillance of slaughtering of slaughter animals in designated slaughterhouses, having regard to animal welfare;

· conduct of training of professional employees and any other indispensable services, as well as representatives of agricultural and producer unions and organisations;

· co-operation with institutions and organisations proving indispensable for controlling/eradication of SVD;

· enabling the flow of information and preparing reports for the Province Veterinary Officer and Chief Veterinary Officer;

· ensuring that the PZK has been equipped with sufficient quantities of:

· necessary forms being indispensable for performing of actions in case of suspicion, outbreak of SVD, investigation, controlling, etc.,

· disinfecting agents being indispensable for controlling of SVD,

· equipment designed for SVD controlling.

12.4. Organisational chart of DVO’s District Crisis Team (PZK)

The registered seat of PZK is District Veterinary Inspectorate.
