	Act dated 24th April 1997 ‘on control of animal infectious diseases, examination of animal for slaughter and meat and the Veterinary Inspection



	‘hotline’
	singled-out, permanent telephone line, accessible 24 hours

	
	

	zone
	a determined premisses temporarily subjected to limitations connected with controlling of diseases, in line with the respective legal provisions

	
	

	structure
	area, house, or any other buildings or constructions

	
	

	owner
	individual responsible for a given area/structure (including a representative of the owner, or any other physical or legal person)

	
	

	animal keeper
	owner of an animal, or any other physical or legal person being responsible for this animal, even if on a temporary basis

	
	

	holding/farm
	an agricultural farm holding, enterprise, developments (buildings/structures) or any other free structures or spaces wherein animals are kept or bred

	
	

	protection zone
	a small zone surrounding an infected farm, subject to strict supervision and movment restrictions

	
	

	surveillance zone
	zone wherein the determined conditions of admittance and leaving by certain determined animals or objects are applicable; conditions applied for surveillance zone are less severe than those applicable in protection zone

	
	

	infectious disease
	animal diseases caused by biological pathogenic factors, which, due to their nature, manner of occurrence and spread, constitute or pose a threat to animal or human health

	
	

	susceptible animal
	animal which may suffer from a disease in question or be its symptomless carrier, or, such animal whose participation in a epizooty, as a carrier or reservoir of the disease agent, is plausible

	
	

	sensitive animal
	a succeptible animal that has not been vaccinated, or, such one that has been vaccinated yet its resistance period has expired, and it may get infected resulting from contacting with an infectious agent

	
	

	animal suspected of being infected
	an animal with which symptoms appear being indicative of a infectious disease, or, animal without such disease symptoms, which may have contacted with sick animals, or, animal being a disease agent carrier or suspected of such a carrier state

	
	

	animal suspected of the disease
	a sensitive animal upon which clinical symptoms or certain post-mortem changes prove to be indicative of a infectious disease, yet there has been no laboratory-based confirmation of a disease in question

	
	

	sick animal
	animal whereupon a Veterinary Inspection body has detected, whilst alive or on a post-mortem basis, a infectious disease or any other disease affecting the assessment of fitness for consumption of meat derived from this animal


	outbreak of an infectious disease
	holding or area wherein animals stay/have stayed whereupon the district veterinary officer has detected an infectious disease

	
	

	primary outbreak
	an outbreak of a disease not related epizootically to any earlier-detected outbreak within the same region, or, an outbreak of a disease being first detected in a given region

	
	

	secondary outbreak
	an outbreak epizootically related with the primary outbreak having been detected in a country or region of thereof

	
	

	epizootic investigation
	actions aiming at detecting the source of infection, determination of the duration of a disease, and stating any and all circumstances being indicative of a possibility of its spread onto other animals, into other holdings or locations

	
	

	sentinel animals
	animals whose state of health is known, being observed in order to detect the occurrence of a disease-generating agent

	
	

	infected object
	any such infected object or material that may transfer pathogenic agent

	
	

	infected area/structure
	a determined area or structure within which a disease or pathological agent occurs, or is suspected to occur; quarantine is (due to be) launched there, and actions re. controlling the disease or eradication of the pathogenic agent are (due to be) undertaken



	suspected person
	individual who (as to themselves, or their property) may have been infected by a pathogenic agent

	
	

	suspected materials/objects
	materials or objects suspected of being infected by a pathogenic agent

	
	

	strategy
	principles and rules under which a disease in question is controlled

	
	

	quarantine
	restrictions, as determine by the legal regulations, (super)imposed as regards the venue, animal, vehicle or any other objects aiming at restricting their movement

	
	

	movement control 
	limitations imposed on movement of animals, humans, vehicles and goods, in order to prevent the spread of a disease

	
	

	tracing
	a process of localising animals, humans and objects that may be deemed to be participating in the disease spread process

	
	

	disinfectant
	admitted agent used for destruction of micro-organisms living outside of living animals’ organisms 

	
	

	herd
	animals representing the same species, staying within the area of one farm holding, and representing the same epizootic status

	
	

	sanitary slaughter
	slaughter of an infected animal or suspected of an infection

	
	

	emergency slaughter
	slaughter of animals in emergency cases not connected with the infectious disease including slaughter for reasons of animal welfare

	
	

	animal carcass
	animals being dead or killed not intend for human consumption

	
	

	disposal
	removal in line with the respective legal provisions, of animal carcasses and objects by burying, incineration or applying any other determined method, as to prevent the spread of a disease

	
	

	crisis state
	a situation requiring immediate response and priority-based use of available resources 

	
	

	control
	notification, prevention, detection, and eradication of animal infectious diseases

	
	

	eradication
	a set of actions aiming at complete elimination of a pathological agent from the environment



	crisis/emergency situation
	a situation generated upon appearance of threat of a disease occurrence or in case of an outbreak

	
	

	supervision/surveillance/
oversight
	systematic examination and performance of animal tests in order to detect whether a disease appears

	
	

	ring vaccination
	vaccination of animals being sensitive to infection around an infected district, in order to provide a barrier against the spread of a disease

	
	

	operating procedure
	description of how to proceed following the disease occurrence 

	
	

	instruction(s)
	detailed description of the manner of performing a determined action, the latter mostly ensuing from a related procedure; it is admissible to apply instructions not related to any procedure

	
	

	operational plan
	schedule of procedure/instruction(s) implementation by individual crisis-response action groups

	
	

	register
	a breakdown of organisational units, documents, legal acts, etc., set in an order according to one criterion

	
	

	biosecurity
	a group of factors preventing the spread of a pathogenic agent

	
	

	animal products
	products of animal origin (meat, eggs, milk), intended for human consumption or animal feeding

	
	

	high-risk holding/farm
	a holding with a high concentration rate of sensitive animals, located within an protection zone

	
	

	“stamping-out”


	killing all sick animals and animals being suspected of the disease or suspected of being infected

	vector
	any wild vertebrate or invertebrate animal which, by mechanical or biological means, is liable to transmit and spread the agent of the disease in question



	competent authority 
	the central authority of Poland responsible for carring out veterinary checks or any veterinary authority to which it has delegated that responsibility

	official veterinarian
	veterinarian designated by the competent authority 
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
