Council Directive 97/12/EEK, which amends and supplements Council Directive 64/432/EEK laying down on health problems concerning trading with cattle and swine in Community is enforced with:

· Cabinet Regulations No.175 adopted 30 April 2002 “Procedures for prevention and combating of such infectious diseases as to which both animals and humans are susceptible. (Translation of Cabinet Regulations is available in www.ttc.lv)

· Cabinet Regulations No.301 adopted on 13 April 2004 “Veterinary requirements on cows and pigs movement”. 

Council Directive 91/496/EEK laying down veterinary check organization principles to animals which are imported in Community from third countries and is amending Directive 89/662/EEK, 90/425/EEK and 90/675/EEK is enforced with:

· basic principles are transposed in Veterinary Law;

· Cabinet Regulations No.146 adopted on 18 March 2004 “Veterinary check procedures which must be complied with upon introduction into Latvia of animals from third countries.” (Translation of Cabinet Regulations is available in www.ttc.lv)

Council Directive 90/425/EEK according to veterinary and zoo technical control, which is applied to Community domestic trade with individual live animals and products in order to adjust domestic market, is enforced with:

· basic principles are transposed in Veterinary Law;

· Cabinet regulations No.143 adopted on 18 March 2004 “Regulations on control and surveillance of animal, animal sperm, egg cells and embryos trade with EU member countries and third countries.”

EC Decisions 2002/199/EK and 2004/212/EEK are not introduced in national legislation because:

· lay down forms of veterinary (health) certificates, which are directly adjustable conditions for trade to third countries.
· lay down list of third countries, which is directly applicable condition for trade.

Regarding comparative tables about conformity of national legislation with EU Directives we clarify that it is not an official document and is not provided for distribution. These tables are work papers between Latvia and EU Commission.
