Dear Ms. Snipes,

With reference to the e-mail by Dr. Peter J. Fernandez of 19 December 2007,
informing me that the temporary ban on the importation of poultry and products
of poultry origin from Poland to the USA was placed by American veterinary
services, I would like to kindly inform you that with 1 February 2008, the
Commission Decision (2008/70/EC) of 22 January 2008 amending Decision
2006/415/EC concerning certain protection measures in relation to highly
pathogenic avian influenza of the subtype H5N1 in poultry in Germany, Poland
and Romania is no longer in force. The Decision imposed restrictions on the
districts: Sierpecki, Zuromifiski and Mtawski. Therefore, since 1 February 2008
the zones A and B are no longer valid on the territory of Poland as well as poultry
and ‘products of poultry origin are permitted to enter the territory of the
European Union.

Due to the above and the fact that since 22 December 2007 no new suspicions of
the presence of highly pathogenic avian influenza of the subtype HS5N1 have been
confirmed in the territory of the Republic of Poland, I express hope that the ban
on imports of poultry and products of poultry origin will be soon lifted.
