In the General Veterinary Inspectorate budget there are funds intended for the realization of the following Phare projects:
1) PHARE PL 2002/000-580.04.01 „TSE Control In Poland”  – 6,792,000 PLN.

2) PHARE PL 2003/005-710.04.03 TSE Control In Poland Part II – 14,910,000 PLN.
3) PHARE PL 2003/005-710.04.04.01 “Eradication of Rabies in foxes” – 3,422,000 PLN.
All the above funds constitute a part of national budget. Information on the disposers of these funds and most significant categories of expenditures are presented below:
Ad. 1. The funds come from purpose reserve and shall be released by the Minister of Finance upon a notion of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development. Final disposers of these funds are: Regional and District Veterinary Officers. The funds shall be used for:
· purchase of tests (including BSE-tests), reagents and other laboratory materials, 

· purchase of veterinary medicinal products and costs of purchasing disposable equipment, essential for preventive  and diagnostic measures and sampling,
· remuneration for veterinarians of free veterinary practice (non-members of Veterinary Inspection), appointed for the purpose of undertaking veterinary activities, 
· compensations, awards and refunds for animals slaughtered under the order of the District Veterinary Officer,
· purchase and distribution of vaccinations against rabies in wild animals.
Ad. 2. Funds are released from the budget of the Region. Final disposers of these funds are: Regional and District Veterinary Officers. The funds shall be used as above.
Ad. 3. Funds are released from the budget of the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development. Chief Veterinary Officer is the disposer of these funds. They shall be used mainly for the purposes of the functioning of the General Veterinary Inspectorate, including:
· remunerations for the personnel, social insurance contribution and Labor Fund,
· trainings for the Veterinary Inspection personnel,
· translations,
· telephone connections,
· office rental fee,
· purchasing of office materials and equipment,
· purchase of petrol and vehicle parts, vehicle repairs,
· office equipment repairs.
Ad. 4. Funds are released from budgets of the Regions. Regional Veterinary Officers are the disposers of these funds. The funds shall be used mainly for the purposes of the functioning of the Regional Veterinary Inspectorates, including:
· remunerations for the personnel, social insurance contribution and Labor Fund,
· trainings for the Veterinary Inspection personnel,
· translations,
· telephone connections,
· real estate tax,
· purchasing of laboratory equipment,
· purchasing of office materials and equipment,
· purchase of petrol and vehicle parts, vehicle repairs,
· office equipment repairs.
Ad. 5. Funds are released from budgets of the Regions. District Veterinary Officers are the disposers of these funds. The funds shall be used mainly for the purposes of the functioning of the District Veterinary Inspectorates, including:
· remunerations for the personnel, social insurance contribution and Labor Fund,
· trainings for the Veterinary Inspection personnel,
· translations,
· telephone connections,
· real estate tax,
· purchasing of office materials and equipment,
· purchase of petrol and vehicle parts, vehicle repairs,
· office equipment repairs.
