and District Veterinary Inspectorates in Iława and Nidzica 

performed on 22-26 November 2004
The inspection was performed by:

The scope of the inspection comprised the issues specified in paragraphs 1-6 of Inspection Plan for the Regional Veterinary Inspectorate in Olsztyn and selected District Veterinary Inspectorates located on the territory of the voivodship envisaged to be carried out on 22-26 November 2004, i.e.:  

I. Inspection of the Regional Veterinary Officer in respect of performance of the statutory tasks related to animal health protection and infectious disease control.
II. Budget realization as regards the monitoring of infectious diseases.
III. Inspection of the Regional Veterinary Officer in respect of performance and supervision of Residues Control Plan in 2003
IV. Inspection of the District Veterinary Officer activities in respect of performance of the statutory tasks related to animal health protection and infectious disease control for 2003 and 2004 (to June, 30).
V. Inspection of performance of the monitoring as regards animal infections by the District Veterinary Officer.
VI. District Veterinary Officer activities as regards the performance and supervision of Residues Control Plan in 2003.

The following has been determined during the inspection work:
General findings:
The post of the Regional Veterinary Officer for the Warmińsko-Mazurskie voivodship has been held by Krzysztof Masłowski since 10 April 2002 (appointed by the Voivod of Warmińsko-Mazurskie voivodship, document reference: BDG.III.1120-14/02).
The post of the Deputy Regional Veterinary Officer for the Warmińsko-Mazurskie voivodship has been held by Ludwik Bartoszewicz since 14 May 1999 (appointed by the Voivod of Warmińsko-Mazurskie voivodship, document reference: K.I.1140-21/99).
Due to amendments to Act of 18 December 1998 on civil service (Journal of Laws No 49, item 483, as last amended) laid down in Article 39 and 41 of Act of 29 January 2004 on Veterinary Inspection (Journal of Laws No 33, item 287, as last amended) employment relationships entered into by way of appointment have been transformed into indefinite employment contracts.
W-MRVO exercises a factual surveillance on the performance of the statutory tasks by 18 District Vetrinary Officers supervising 19 District Veterinary Inspectorates within the territory of 21 districts (19 commune districts and 2 town districts – Olsztyn, Elbląg). 

One DVO is a full-time employee of PIW in Giżycko and part-time employee of PIW in Węgorzewo.                                                                  

The Organisational Rules of the Regional Veterinary Inspectorate in Olsztyn was approved by the Voivod of  Warmińsko- Mazurskie voivodship on 16 July 2004 and entered into force by regulation No 18 of Regional Veterinary Officer for the Warmińsko-Mazurskie voivodship in Olsztyn on 21 June 2004.
 Pursuant to Article 7 (1) (a) of Organisational Rules of RVI in Olsztyn, the organisational structure of the Inspectorate comprises a Team for animal health and animal infectious disease control, supervised by the regional veterinary inspector, appointed particularly by the Regional Veterinary Officer.
According to Article 7 (3) (a) the Deputy Regional Veterinary Officer exercises a direct surveillance on the Team for animal health and animal infectious disease control.
Pursuant to Article 7 (1) (b) of Organisational Rules of WIW in Olsztyn, the organisational structure of the Inspectorate comprises a Team for animal foodstuffs hygiene, supervised by the regional veterinary inspector, appointed particularly by the Regional Veterinary Officer.
The Team’s tasks provided for in Article 9 and 10 of Organisational Rules are carried out by 5 employees (veterinarians), namely:
Regional Veterinary Inspectorate for health protection and control of infectious diseases in animals - Dorota Daniluk
Inspector for animal infectious diseases control - Monika Andrzejczak
The tasks of the Team for animal foodstuffs hygiene provided for in Article 9 and 11 do not provide guidelines as regards the way of carrying out the statutory tasks in respect of control of chemical, biological and medicinal products residues and radioactive contaminations in the tissues of live animals and foodstuffs of animal origin.
These tasks have been included, and considered as special, in the scope of responsibilities and authorization (paragraph 8 of post description) of senior inspector for food hygiene - Bożena Siondalska- Borysewicz.
Part I  

Inspection of the Regional Veterinary Officer in respect of performance of the statutory tasks related to animal health protection and infectious disease control.
MWVO is not in possession of a list of entities engaged in activities subject to notification to, or authorisation by DVO. 

1. Control examinations of animal infections
       2003
The plan of control tests for 2003 for Warmińsko-Mazurskie voivodship has been submitted to the inspectors as “Factual and financial plan (changes) for the expenditure from epizootic fund for 2003 for Warmińsko-Mazurskie voivodship”. W-MRVO has drawn up the control examination schedule based on information provided by the district veterinary officers.                                                     

Due to entry into force of Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development Ordinance of 
4 April 2003 (Journal of Laws No 62, item 571), W-MRVO has issued an official letter of reference number WIW/chz.6212/7/03 of 22 April 2003, to District Veterinary Officers, in which determined the number of samples to submit from the territories of the particular districts in 2003 to detect classical swine fever in swine and wild boars, avian influenza in hens, turkeys, ducks, gooses and ostriches and determination of the effectiveness of the vaccinations against rabies among free-living foxes.
As a result of control examinations within the territory of Warmińsko-Mazurskie voivodship carried out in 2003, there were elaborated reports and accounts.
The below account presents a comparison of figures concerning the number of examinations planned and carried out.

According to the report on enzootic bovine leucosis control activities in 72.71%
      According to the report on bovine tuberculosis control activities in 76.39%
According to the report on bovine brucellosis control activities in 70.67%
According to the report on control examinations for classical swine fever in pigs 100%
According to the report on control examinations for classical swine fever in wild boars in 99,12%
According to the report on control examinations for avian influenza 100%
According to the report on control examinations for infectious haematopoietic necrosis of Salmonidae100%
According to the report on monitoring tests for swine vesicular disease 100%
According to the report on monitoring tests for foot and mouth disease 100%

 Tests for BSE are reported on in monthly accounts – plan realization 57.69%
According to the figures comprised in the above reports, examinations carried out detected:
Enzootic bovine leucosis in 935 bovine animals in 456 herds (animals with positive serologic result)
Bovine tuberculosis in 42 bovine animals in 8 herds (animals with positive reactions to comparative test tuberculin) in the territory of 5 districts,
BSE in one bovine animal,
Suspicion of bovine brucellosis in 12 bovine animals in 8 herds (brucellosis in suspected animals was not confirmed by laboratory tests).
According to the information comprised by the abovementioned reports in 2003 the official depopulation and compensation was applied to:
414 bovine animals due to Ebb,
34 bovine animals due to bovine tuberculosis,
  8 bovine animals due to suspicion of BSE
Year 2004 period form 1 January to 30 June
The plan for control tests in 2004 has been drawn up on the basis of Ordinance of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 4 April 2003 defining disease entities, the procedure for conducting checks, the scope of checks and financing rules (Journal of Laws No 62, item 571). 

The plan for monitoring tests for ebl, bovine brucellosis, bovine tuberculosis has been divided in 10 months, from February to November inclusive, for all districts.
The plan for monitoring tests for classical swine fever (pigs, wild boars), foot and mouth disease, SVD, rabies in free-living foxes, avian influenza (flocks, wild birds), IHN, IPN, VHS was divided in four quarters for all districts,
In the first semester of 2004, 2 bovine animals were depopulated due to bovine tuberculosis.  2 bovine animals were submitted official depopulation due to bovine tuberculosis. 

Control checks and sampling were carried out by veterinarians appointed by the district veterinary officers with whom the contracts for carrying out activities financed by epizootic fund were concluded by W-MRVO for the period from 8 January 2002 to 31 December 2004. In the RVI in Olsztyn is held a registration (in electronic version) of appointed persons with whom the contract were concluded.
The registration does not contain the data on the decision issued by DVO, the date of concluding and solving the contract. So called current validation do not contain the introduction of the data, but enters the data without the possibility of telling when it was entered.
2. Inspection of DVO by W-MRVO concerning the animal health protection and infectious disease control.
W-MRVO shall define the scope and the date of inspection in respect of performance of the statutory tasks of District Veterinary Inspectorates, Veterinary Hygiene Laboratories and Border Veterinary Inspectorates, defined by the document “Inspection Procedure” No QPK- 01 issued on 28 February 2003 and in force from 20 February 2003.
Furthermore, W-MRVO keeps in electronic version a plan of inspections for 2004, including the subject to be inspected e.g. a district or activity subject to supervision, the type of inspection, the number of inspections and its division to quarters and months. Herewith a hard copy of computer version dated on 22 November 2004 and a hard copy of electronic version of implementation of the plan for inspection work for I-III quarter of 2004.
Inspections on District Veterinary Officers’ performance of their statutory tasks were carried out in 2003 and 2004 – by 30 April, as part of complex checks and thematic checks, on the basis of control schedules for a given year.
The most commonly detected deficiencies during inspections in PIW Iława, Olsztyn, Nidzica, Szczytno, Ostróda, Nowe Miasto Lubawskie, Działdowo are presented in the table below:

a. lack of the reliability and carefulness  (both in terms of content and its aesthetics) in filling in the documents both by the Inspectorate employees and veterinarians in private practice appointed to perform some activities. Information contained in the investigation and inspection protocols, official notes are often to general or irrelevant for the investigation,
b. non-punctual issuing of the necessary decisions In case of suspicion of infectious disease, its detection and expiration.

2. The amount of the inspections performed does not correspond with the GVI guidelines.
 3. There are difficulties in exacting the responsibilities of the veterinarians in private practice resulting form the contract concluded with them.
5. The veterinarians in private practice, who failed to supervise the veterinary technicians activities, while working with them and providing a veterinary service, did not suffer the consequences.

Part II  

Budget realization as regards the monitoring of infectious diseases.
Plan of aids for infectious diseases control and monitoring examinations of chemical and biological residues in animal tissues, animal products for 2003, in the Budgetary Act amounted to 369 000 PLN
By the Warmińsko-Mazurskie Voivod decisions of 27 May 2003, 24 October 2003, 18 December 2003, the plan of aids were increased of 4 686 352 PLN and by decision of 22 June 2004 decreased of 120 000 PLN
After the amendments the plan on 31 December 2003 amounted to 4 935 352 PLN, and the implementation of expenditure for the reporting period achieved 99.99%.
Decreasing the expenditure plan of 120 000 PLN (on the proposal of W-MWLW of 24 June 2003) took place in 010 part, chapter 01022 paragraph 4410, and increasing in 010 part, chapter 01033 of 42 625 PLN and in the same department and chapter in paragraph 4210 and 4410 in District Veterinary Inspectorates plans increased of 77 000 PLN
Plan of aids for infectious diseases control and monitoring examinations of chemical and biological residues in animal tissues, animal products for 2004, in the Budgetary Act amounted to 100 000 PLN
After the amendments the plan on 30 June 2004 amounted to 2 758 000 PLN, (three decisions of the Voivod concerning the increasing of the plan).W-MWLW in 2004 issued letters (of 17 February 2004 and 2 October 2004) to the Warmińsko-Mazurskie Voivod presenting the expenditure needs related to the implementation of the statutory tasks of the Regional Veterinary Officer and asking for undertaking measures in order to increase the amount in chapter 01022 and enable, on a regular basis, the implementation of the necessary tasks.
Part III
Inspection of the Regional Veterinary Officer in respect of performance and supervision of Residues Control Plan in 2003
In WIW in Olsztyn the function of the Regional Coordinator for control inspections of chemical, biological, medicinal products and radioactive contaminations residues in live animals, animal tissues and organs after slaughter and animal products, is held by veterinarian Bożena Siondalska-Borysewicz. 

The Plan for control inspections of chemical, biological, medicinal products and radioactive contamination residues in live animals, animal tissues and organs after slaughter and in animal products for 2003 and 2004 was drawn up in consideration of type of material, animal species, place of sampling and definition of the samples number falling on the given district in each group of associations on the base of the National Plan
On the base of the carried out inspections results there is kept a Register of positive results, results of the sampling carried out in order to confirm the exceeding and under the recontrol and for each semester there is elaborated an account of the implementation of the plan for control inspections for chemical and biological residues in live animals tissues, foodstuffs of animal origin, feeding stuffs and in water in the territory of the Warmińsko – Mazurskie voivodship.                                                                                     

From the analysis of the above documents it results that within the territory of the warmińsko – mazurskie voivodship in 2004 there were positive results detecing residues in 8 samples. 

That is:
Antibacterial substances – group B1, detected in:
 3 honey samples
 1 muscle and bovine kidney sample,
Sulphonomides – group B1, detected in:
1 honey sample;
Ochratoxin A – group B3d, detected in;
1 pig kidney sample;
Toxic metals – group B3c, detected in:
2 deer liver samples
Each time there is a positive test result W-MWLW shall order, in writing, to the competent PLW to start the proceedings, according to the Chief Veterinary Officer Instruction of 12 december 2001. No GIWhig.- 500/mon/1/01 and the Instruction of the Chief Veterinary Officer of 6 January 2004. No GIWhig.- 501/mon/8/2004 and notification on the proceedings results.
The cases are carried out very carefully.
Part III
Inspection of the District Veterinary Officer in Iława.
On 24 November 2004 was carried out an Inpection of the District Veterinary Offiicer in Iława as regards the implementation of the statutory tasks related with animal health protection and infectious diseases control, with the particular procedure applied due to detection of the enzootic bovine leucosis on Mrs Beate Kreuzer holding in Bajdy.
On behalf of the Warmińsko-Mazurskie Regional Veterinary Officer in the inspection participated Regional Inspector for animal helth and animal infectiuos disease control, Dorota Daniluk.
General findings:
The function of the District Veterinary Officer has been held since 1 May 2003 veterinarian Małgorzata Kalitowska, appionted by Warmińsko-Mazurskie Voivod. 

PLW in Iława supervises one District comprising 5 communes.
The Organizational Rules of the District Veterinary Inspectorate in Iława entered into force on 5 May 2003 by the Ordinance No 14/2003 of PLW in Iława. The Organizational Rulet defines the internal organization and detailed activities scope of the organizational structures and particular posts.
In the paragraph 2 of the Rules the following provisions are referred to:
“ 1) Law of 24 April 1997 on the animal infectious diseases control, examination of the cull animalsand meat and on the Veterinanry Inspectorate (Journal of Laws of 1999, No 752, item 752 as last amended),
· 2) Ordinance of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 14 February 2003 on the Veterinary Inspectorates organization (Journal of Laws Nr 65, item 605)”,

· Constituting the base for PIW in Iława.
Paragraph 4 (1) of the Rules defines: 

“1) The District Veterinary Inspectorate is managed by the District Veterinary Officer as a manager of the District Veterinary Inspectorate, a body of the non-complex government administration, by the Deputy District Veterinary Officer, holding at the same time the function of the district inspectors".
 Paragraph 5 (2) allows PIW in Iława the possibility of running another activity or part of the basic activity on the terms of special measure. PLW takes decison in this matter.
Pursuant to paragraph 7 (1) of the Organizational Rules defining the teams and individual posts the PIW in Iława among others comprises:
“1) Team for control of infectious animal diseases and biological material hygiene.
2) Team for animal foodstuffs hygiene
3) Team for feedingstuffs”
Pursuant to paragraph 7 (2) “District Veterinary Officer may combine the particular teams or individual post in one team or individual post depending on the organaizational needs".
Paragraph 9 of the Rules defines tasks of the Team for control of infectious animal diseases and biological material hygiene. 

The tasks referred to in paragraph 9 are implemented by: District Veterinary Inspector for infectious disease control veterinarian Michał Bogacz and Inspector for infectious disease control veterinarian Lech Piekarz.
The provisions of this Rules do not define the post for the animal protection.                                                                                                        

Analysis of the District Veterinary Officer in Iława proceedings concerning the detection of the enzootic bovine leucosis on Mrs Beate Kreuzer holding in Bajdy.
1. On 21 August 2001, as a part of mass activities, a blood sample for tests for ebb was taken by the appointed veterinarian Jan Podolecki from 9 bovine animal of over 2 years of age on Beate Kreuzer holding. All of the animals gave a negative result (the tests were carried out in on 5 September 2001 in the Regional Veterinary Laboratory in Olsztyn).
2.On 28 November 2002, as a part of mass activities, a blood sample for tests for ebb was taken by the appointed veterinarian Jan Podolecki from 9 bovine animal of over 2 years of age on Beate Kreuzer holding. All of the animals gave a negative result (the tests were carried out in on 9 December 2002 in the Regional Veterinary Laboratory in Olsztyn).
3. On 15 April 2003 under control examination of animal infections, veterinarian Jan Podolecki took blood samples for tests for ebb from 11 bovine animals of over 2 years of age from Beate Kreuzer holding. In a 6 years old cow with eartag number 64566 the result was positive. On other animals the result was negative (the tests were carried out on 6 May 2003 in Regional Veterinary Laboratory in Olsztyn).
The test result was notified to PIW in Iława on 6 May 2003.
Notes:  The tests result sheets lack the examination method description.. 

4. On 27 May 2003 the DVO in Iława issued decision 121/03 declaring the holding of Beate Kreuzer infected by ebb and ordered the part to:
· Isolate the cow declared infected, 
· Carry out of desinfection after separation of infected animals,
· Adopting a programme to eradicate ebb from the holding according to the guidelines of the DWO in Iława,
· Notify to the DVO in Iława about selling, buying, deaths and births of bovine animals,
and forbidding the part:
      -    Taking out the bovine from the holding without notifying the DVO in Iława,
      -    Mating the cow with positive test result,
· Introducing in the holding of infected or suspected animals.
The decision was delivered to the part on 3 June 2003 by registered letter with receipt acknowledgement.
Note:
- Art. 22 of the Veterinary Law, defined on the base of legal decision, does not contain indications to order the part to undertake the programme to eradicate ebb from the holding according to DVO in Iława, notify to the DVO in Iława about selling, buying, deaths and births of bovine animals and forbidding the part to take out the bovine from the holding without notifying the DVO in Iława.
The body which issued the decision did not apply the provisions of the art. 22 of the Law correctly.
5. According to the motion on resampling (“by another veterinarian") and testing the blood of the cow with eartag number 64566, in order to confirm the previous result of the test for ebb, submitted on 6 June 2003 by Mrs Beate Kreuzer, the DVO on 10 June 2003 took a blood sample and sent it for appeal testing to National Veterinary Research Institute in Puławy. The blood sample test result was again positive. 

The test report was received by DVI in Iława on 14 July 2003.
Note:
-DVO did not implement the review procedure and the request of Mrs Kreuzer was understood as appeal from the decision 121/03, 

- he did not come out with the motion to the appealing part to pay the due stamp duty 

6. On 10 June 2003 a protocol on epizootic investigation was elaborated by veterinary inspector for animal infectious disease control veterinarian Michał Bogacz. Mrs Kreuzer personally signed her testimony on the origin of the animals on the holding and a statement: I do not have reservation as regards the method of taking the blood sample”.
As a result of the investigation an official veterinarian defined the number of the bovine animals within the disease focus: 8 cows including 1 infected, 4 heifers of 12-24 months, 5 calves up to 1 year.
Note:
· The eartag numbers were not registered, nor was the sex of the calves up to 1 year defined,
· The probable source of infection was not found
7. On 22 July 2003 there was a meeting organized on Mrs Kreuzer holding (after receiving of Mrs Kreuzer complaint directed to DVI, RVI, CVI and Medical-Veterinary Association.)
DVO in Iława Małgorzata Kalitowska with the Deputy W-MWLW Ludwik Bartoszewicz and animal infectious disease control veterinary inspector Michał Bogacz, during their visit to Mrs Kreuzer holding, defined the further measures for the holding. It was decided that the infected cow should be "as soon as possible evaluated and slaughtered and the health in the cowshed should be restored, in accordance with the ordinace of the MARD of 12 January 2003.”
The meeting and its findings were registered in paragraph 7 of the notes, on page 4 in part VI of the protocol of official veterinary activities (protocol on epizootic investigation) 

Note:
- An official note from this conversation and of the findings accepted by the party, was not signed by the parties
8. On 25 July 2003 the infected cow market evaluation amounted to 2566.67 PLN Veterinarian M.Bogacz and other two authorised experts were appointed as evaluators.
9. The infected cow was sold on 28 July 2003 in Cull Animals Slaughterhouse Jarosław Kordowski in Prabuty for 813.55 PLN  DVO in Iława on 14 August 2003 issued decision No 192/2003 awarding Mrs Kreuzer damages at 2 566.67 PLN. The payable amount of 1 753.12 PLN was settled after deducting from the maket value resulting from evaluation protocol the amount obtained from selling the animal to the slaughter – sale invoice provided by Mrs Kreuzer. 

Noets:
· DVO in Iława did not direct the infected cow for sanitary slaughter,
· DVO did not notify nor arranged with the competent district veterinary officer the date and place of the sanitary slaughter
Pursuant to art. 25 (1) of Act of 24 April 1997 on infectious disease control, testing slaughter animals and meat, and Veterinary Inspection the compensations are awarded due to VI organs decision on slaughtering or directing the animals for sanitary slaughter, or for animals killed as a result of the procedures ordered by these bodies. The lack of issuing by DVO in Iława the referral for sanitary slaughter causes that in this case there was not a formal basis to pay the compensation to the part.
10.On 28 October 2003 and 13 March 2004 on Mrs Beate Kreuzer holding the blood samples was taken for tests for ebb from all bovine animal over 6 months of age. The tests carried out in Regional Veterinary Laboratory in Olsztyn on 9 November 2003 and 28 April 2004 gave nevative results.
11. On 26 May 2003 the DVO in Iława assessed the current situation in the disease focus and on 18 May 2004 issued the decision 698/2004 acknowledging that the herd of the herd identification premise number PL034841765001 as:
“officially free from bovine tuberculosis, officially free from brucellosis and officially free from enzootic bovine leucosis”
11. The DVO by the decision No 950/2004 of 25 November 2004 determined:
“The District Veterinary Officer in Iława states that the decision No 121/03 of 27 May 2003 on declaring the herd infected by enzootic bovine leucosis, the property of Mrs Beate Kreuzer resident of Bajdy 23, 14-230 Zalewo, has expired”
On 16 October the DVI received a letter ZHW-013/31/03 informing that”
“From 16 October 2003 Regional Veterinary Laboratory in Olsztyn shall carry out diagnostic tests for bovine leucosis only by using immunodiffusion method, untill further notice”.
Part IV
Inspection of the District Veterinary Officer in Nidzica.
On 25 November an inspection of the District Veterinary Officer in Nidzica was carried in respect of:
1.Performance of the statutory tasks related to animal health protection and infectious disease control for 2003 and 2004 (to June, 30),
2.Performance of the animal infections monitoring,
3.Performance and supervision of Residues Control Plan in 2003.
On behalf of the W-MRVO in the inspection participated the Deputy of W-MWLW Ludwik Bartoszewicz.
General findings:
The function of the District Veterinary Officer in Nidzica since 14 May 1999 has been held by veterinarian Witold Wojciechowski appointed by Starosta of Nidzica (document OSO.1130-13/99 of 13 May 1999).
DVO in Nidzica supervises one district comprising 4 communes.
In the llist of entities, kept in electronic version, there are 263 records on the inspection day.
The Organizational Rules of the District Veterinary Inspectorate in Nidzica of 1 September 2003 defines defines the internal organization and detailed activities scope of the organizational structures and individual posts.
Paragraph 2 of the Rules referres to invalid legal provisions constituing the base for the DVO in Nidzica.
Paragraph 3 (4) allows DVO in Nidzica the possibility of running another activity on the terms of special measure.
Pursuant to paragraph 6 (1) of the Organizational Rules defining the groups and indivisual posts, the DVI in Iława comprises:
· District Veterinary Officer
· Team for animal foodstuffs hygiene
· Individual post for control of infectious animal diseases and biological material hygiene
· Individual post for feeding stuffs and animal protection
· Team for finance, accounting, administration and supplies. 

The individual post for control of infectious animal diseases and biological material hygiene is held by veterinarian Dariusz Malewski.
The Team for animal foodstuffs hygiene comprises the following posts: District Veteinaru Officer for animal foodstuffs hygiene – veterinarian Mariola Wytrążek and sanitary controller - Kazimierz Dzido.
Pussuant to paragraph 8 (4) the tasks of the Team for animal foodstuffs hygiene comprises control of chemical, biological, medicinal products and radioactive contamination residues in live animals, animal tissues and in foodstuffs of animal origin. 

The function of the plenipotenciary for residues monitoring was appointed to veterinarian Mariola Wytrążek by annex to the scope of responsibilities of 3 January 2000, created on 15 February 20002.
DVO in Nidzica in the above mentioned scope of activities of veterinarian Mariola Wytrążek, in the introduction defined:
 “factual surveillance on the activities of District Veterinary Officer for animal foodstuffs hygiene exercises Regional Inspector for hygiene of foodstuffs in Olsztyn”,
 And as regards the scope of activities of veterinarian Dariusz Malewski:
“factual surveillance on the activities of District Veterinary Officer for animal infectious disease exercises Regional Inspector for animal infectious disease control in Olsztyn”, 

Ad1) implementation of the statutory tasks connected with animal health protection, and infectious disease control for 2003 and 2004 (to June, 30).
DVO in Nidzica implements the statutory tasks related to animal health protection and animal infectious diseases control together with of district inspector for animal infectious diseases control and persons not employed by the Inspectorate. 

For the implementation of the official activities in respect of animal infectious diseases control within the territory of the Nidzica District, DVO appointed 11 veterinarians in 2003 and 10 veterinarians in 2004. 

DVO in Nidzica keeps a “register of veterinarians in private practice authorized to perform activities recommended by the Veterinary Inspectorate”. 

In 2003 the registered contained the following data:
No, name and forename of the veterinarian, address, commune within the territory of which the veterinarian operates, type of recommended activities, contract and appointment.
In 2004 the register contains:
No, name and forename of the veterinarian, address, commune within the territory of which the veterinarian operates.
The appointment of the veterinarians to perform the veterinary activities within the given scope is subject to decision, signing of the contract and issuing of the authorization.
DVO in Nidzica issued 8 identifacation badges, by receipt protocol. DVO submitted the protocols of 23 June 2002, 24 March 2003 and 13 October 2003 to the Inspectors.
The comparison of the veterinarians forenames listed in the register of the appointed persons with the veterinarians forenames in the receipt protocols of the identification badges resulted that in 2003, 7 appointed veterinarians had identifacation badges and 6 appointed veterinarians in 2004 and that one veterinarian (Józef Korszla) appointed in 2003 was not appointed in 2004 and still has the identification badge. 

Only the appointed veterinarians which have identification badges are authorized.
DVO in Nidzica stated that according to his knowledge none of the appointed veterinarians in an employee of the Veterinary Inspection. 

Inspectors submitted to detailed analysis the documents if 2003 and 2004: motion of veterinarian Czarosław Trochimiuk, DVO in Nidzica decisions of 3 January 2003 anf 8 January 2004 on appointment for the official activities, contract defining the scope of assignments concluded on 3 January 2003 and 8 January 2004 and assignments for the contracts of 6 January 2003, 10 February 2003, 14 April 2003, 27 November 2003.
The analysis of the abovemnetioned documents resulted that:
· As the Principal in the contracts were determined Warmińsko-Mazurskie Regional Veterinary Officers and District Veterinary Officer in Nidzica,
· Paragraph 2 of the contracts determines the activities which may be included by the assignment scope,
· Paragraph 3 of the contract determines: “District Veterinary Officer in Nidzica in case of need to implements the tasks within the territory of the Nidzica District referred to in the paragraph 2 of the contract affirmed by the Principal, shall commission the implementation of these activities and issue an adequate authorization.  The assignment contract shall determine the term and placeof the realization of the activities assigned and the source of payment (epizootic fund, special measure, contractor). The factual surveillance over the the implementation of these tasks shall be exercised by District Veterinary Officer in Nidzica”
· The issuing of the assignment is determined by the holdings in which a monitoring controls of anima infections are to be performed,
· The assignment issued on 6 January 2003 determines: “ I assign and authorize: 1. The examination of the marketed animals and issuing of the appropriate documents, 2.examination of wthe animals under the monitoring control 3.performing of the activities necessary to annihilate epizootic and epidemiologic risk"
· All the issued assignments determine: “the detailed assignment are to be determined with District Inspector for infectious diseases control, veterinarian Andrzej Glinka”
During the inspection the following submitted to the Inspectors document were checked:
· The register of animal infectiuos diseases, started on 13 January 1988 and finished on 4 April 2003.
· The register of the reported animal infectiuos diseases subjet to the mandatory reporting and eradication, started on 19 April 2004, last entry No 47 of 12 November 2004 concerning the suspicion of rabies in marten.,

· The register of animal infectiuos diseases, started on 16 April 2004, last entry No 28 of 28 October 2004 concerning the detection of epizootic bovine leucosis in 3 bovine animals on 14 October 2004.
and determined that the above documents were kept up-to-date.
During the control there was performed an analysis of the DVO in Nidzica proceedings in case of bovine tuberculosis control on the holding - Joński Paweł, Szemplino Wielkie. The analysis of the submitted to the Inspectors documents allowed to determine the following:
1. According to the DVO in Nidzica explanation the telephone notification by DVO in Ostróda of suspicion of bovine tuberculosis in a cow of eartag No 18485, directed for sanitary slaughtering due to ebb to Morliny slaughterhouse by 24 February 2003 and on 27 February 2003 the DVO in Ostróda sent by fax the protocol of sampling for the purposes of bacteriological test of 13 February 2003.
2. On 24-27 February 2003 (on the test results only 24 February 2003) there was performed a tuberculin test on 34 bovine animals, as a result of which a positive result was given in case of 25 animals.
3. On 28 February 2003, after performing the epizootic investigation in the herd (composed of 39 bovine animals) the DVO in Nidzica issuea a decision in which he defined the following: 

      “District Veterinary Officer in Nidzica due to detecting bovine tuberculosis in bovine animals (25 animals numbers overleaf) the property of Mr Paweł Płoński resident in Szempilino Wielkie, commune Janowo 
Orders: 1. infected animals are to be slaughtered on the day and in the place determined by the District Veterinary Officer in Nidzica; 2. perform cleaning and disinfecting of the premises where the animals are kept; 3. examination of the animals remaining on the holding; 4. the milk after boiling are to be used in the own holding;
 Forbids: 1.Marketing of the crude milk from the holding; 2. taking out of the animals from the holding, except for the animals taken to the slaughterhose by assent of the District Veterinary Officer in Nidzica; 3. introducing of the animals without notifying the District Veterinary Officer in Nidzica”, and did not justify his decision.
4.  On 5 March 2003 there was a group evaluation of the animals and its destination to slaughterhouse on 7 March 2003 – 8 animals, on 12 March 2003 - 8 animals, 21 March 2003 - 9 animals, from which were takem samples for microbilogical testing in Regional Veterinary Laboratory in Bydgoszcz.
4. on 17 April 2003 DVO in Nidzica recived the report from laboratory tests of the lymph nodes and lung tissue of the cow with eartag number18485, from which Mycobacterium bovis was isolated. 

5. On 26 April 2003 there was performed a tuberculin test in 7 bovine animals, as a result of which a positive result was given in case of 1 animal – a cow of eartag number 18317.
6. On 30 April 2003 DVO in Nidzica issued the decision No 82/03 in relation to the bovine tuberculosis detection in a cow of eartag number 18317, of the content as in point 3 of the following analysis. 

7. On 8 May 2003 the cow was directed for the sanitary slaughtering 

8. DVO in Nidzica in the letter of 16 May 2003, in response to the herd owner motion, agreed for sale to the slaughterhouses all animals remaining in the herd, for which there was submitted an invoice confirming the sale of 6 bovine animals (Invoice VAT RR No 59/03)
9. Furthermore the owner of the herd submitted to the DVO in Nidzica the following invoices of sales for slaughter:  No 30/03 of 1 March 2003 -1 animal, No 2003 of 10 March 2003 –3 animals, No 2003- 6 animals
10. On 9 June 2003 the DVO in Nidzica issued the decision No 146/03 repealing his own decisions No 25/03 of 28 February 2003 and No 82-03 of 29 April 2003.
DVO in Nidzica completed (by sending by fax) the above documentation submitted to the inspectors by adding the following documents:
· Letter PIW1435-6058/106/2004 from DVO in Wyszków informing about the slaughter of 6 bovine animals in the S.J. ‘AN-DAR” slaughterhouse in Wola Mystkowska on 27-28 May 2003 (fax of 29 November 2004),
· VAT invoice No 23/03 of 23 May 2003 issued by Firma Handlowo-Usługowa Bogdan Mierzejewski ul.Polna 16, 13 – 113 Janowo for sale of 6 bovine animals to S.J. „AN-DAR” (fax of 26 November 2004),
· Letter PIW 1435-6058/108/2004 from DVO in Wyszków informing about the delivery to the slaughterhouse in Wola Mystkowska of 1 bovine animal of eartag number 6007 and to slaughterhouse in Turzyn of 2 calves with eartag numbers 005032295004 and 005032295001 (fax of 3 December 2004),
· Letter PIW.AG.240 / 107/04 from DVO in Płońsk with the copy of bovine slaughter application of 28 April 2003 in Waldemar Antosiak’s slaughterhouse in Józefów, concerning the animal with eartag number PL 005032295868

Since January 2004 the documentation in form of results of control monitoring of infectiuos diseases is kept separately for each holding.
Ad 3) performance and supervision of Residues Control Plan in 2003.
The plan for control checks for chemical and biological, medicinal products and radioactive contamination residues in live animals, tissues or organs of animals after slaughter and foodstuffs of animal origin for 2003 envisaged taking of 24 samples for tests. From the configuration prepared for the inspection purposes results that in 2003 the Resudue Control Plan was performed in 100%. In the 24 taken samples there were not any exceedings.
The inspectors informed the controlled persons about detected deficiencies during the inspection and on 26 November 2004 during the discussion on the inspection results in Warmińsko-Mazurskie Regional Veterinary Officer office.
The inspection was registered in control registeres in the controlled units.
