General Veterinary Inspectorate does not have data concerning the results of monitoring tests on wild boars on classical swine fever of 1996. The rules which were obligatory in 1996 did not lay on Veterinary Services an obligation of provide the monitoring of classical swine fever in wild boars. Only regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of  12 October 1999 on the definition of the type of samples, the scope of tests and the method of keeping documentation with control analyses regarding the presence of animal infections and residues of chemical and biological substances, pharmaceuticals and radioactive contamination in animal tissues, meat, foodstuffs of animal origin and non-edible raw materials of animal origin (Journal of Laws No. 93, item 1080) the obligatory monitoring tests on CSF in wild boars was introduced. 
6) A full description f the duties of the Customs Service with regard to inspection of passenger traffic from third countries for agricultural products of animal origin, including procedures for disposition of seized commodities. If possible, please also include national estimates of (1) the percentage of vehicles, travelers and baggage inspected; and (2) the type and amount of commodities seized, rejected, or diverted for veterinary inspection. An indication of the volume of passenger traffic at the busiest border crossings would be helpful.
According to Commission Regulation 745/2004 laying down measures with regard to imports of products of animal origin for personal consumption Member States are obliged to arrange system of controls of personal luggage in order to prevent illegal importation of products of animal origin. As Veterinary Inspection has no power to control personal luggage the co-operation with customs services has been established on central and local levels. GVI is preparing an official agreement with Chief of Customs Service concerning general rules and procedures of  controls.

Customs services carry out routine controls using scanning equipment, sniffer dogs and revisions of luggage, confiscate all products which are not allowed for import and put them into special containers properly marked and locked. The number of controls depends on risk analysis and on category of border crossing. The estimated percentage of control is from 20% to 100% in special cases. The authority of border crossing points is responsible for disposal of the products and is obliged to have an agreement with transporting company and incineration plant, both approved for products category I according to Regulation of European Parliament and Council 1774/2002. Official veterinarian (Border Veterinary Officer or District Veterinary Officer) is informed by customs office every month about the amount of products confiscated and sent to destruction.

In all border crossings on EU border there are multilingual posters with information for travelers about requirements for products of animal origin imported in personal luggage into the EU territory.

The information about above mentioned requirements has been also sent to State Council of Tourism in order to inform all organizations and operators dealing with tourists movement from third countries.

On the official website of GVI www.wetgiw.gov.pl there is a presentation  which gives all details concerning provisions of Regulations 745/2004.

7) A list of trading partners and the volume and type of commodities traded from 2000-2004, focusing on live swine and swine products.

General Veterinary Inspectorate has only information concerning the number of live pigs and swine products which were imported from the other countries (including EU countries) from 2000 to 2004, but since 1 May of 2004 only third countries are included – Attachment No 5.
8) A description of any required biosecurity procedures for live-haul trucks (loaded or empty) that enter from neighboring third countries.

The vehicles used for animal transport entering the Republic of Poland shall be accompanied by the documentation acknowledging their disinfection performed before the animals loading. After delivery of the animals to the place of destination the live – haul trucks shall be submitted to the cleaning and disinfection within the holding of their destination (before their departure from the holding) or in the other place possessing appropriate equipment designated for such a purpose (cleaning facility).

There are not any individual stations approved for live – haul trucks disinfection at the territory of Poland. However, the vehicles approved for animal transport shall be subject to a disinfection in the assembly centers, where, according to the regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 26 April 2004 laying down detailed veterinary requirements for assembly centers (O. J. No. 100, item. 1010) the equipment intended for cleaning and disinfection of the live – haul trucks shall be assured. 

Furthermore, according to the regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 26 April 2004 laying down detailed veterinary requirements for performing animal transportation for commercial purposes and animal transportation performed within the framework of other commercial activities (O. J. No. 100, item. 1010) the means of transport shall be subject to the cleaning and disinfection after each transportation of the animals or products, which can influence the animal health, or the transporting operator (transporter) shall posses the equipment intended for cleaning and disinfection. This provision does not apply when the cleaning and disinfection of the live – haul truck were made by the other operator and acknowledged in the transporter’s documentation.

Moreover, according to the regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 18 September 2003 laying down detailed veterinary requirements for the holdings, from which the animals or foodstuffs of animal origin originating thereof are introduced into the market (O. J. No. 168, item. 1643), the holdings of origin, from which the animals or foodstuffs of animal origin are introduced into the market, shall be equipped with the disinfectants in the amount appropriate for performing the ad hoc disinfection.
