Additional information on the five topics listed in Enclosure II for APHIS on-site visit in Poland.

1. Identification and summary of legislation that has been implemented in Poland corresponding to the legislative requirements of the EC for CSF.

According to the information obtained from Food Safety and Veterinary Departament of Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development of Poland, the legislative requirements of the EC relating to CSF  has been fully transposed into Polish veterinary law, as follows:

· Act of 27 August 2003 on border veterinary checks (O. J. of  2003, No 165, item 1590);

· Act of 10 December 2003 on veterinary checks in trade (O. J. of 2004, No 16, item 145);

· Act of 29 January 2004 on Veterinary Inspection (O. J. of  2004, No 33, item 287);

2. Border Inspection Posts

All of Border Inspection Posts listed in Commission Decision 2004/469/EC are operating and are approved for movements of swine products. BIPs in Bezledy, Kuźnica Białostocka, Kukuryki, Korczowa, Gdynia, Warszawa-Okęcie are well adjusted and approved also for live animals  inspections. 

Bezledy – border with Russian Federation, Kuźnica and Kukuryki – border with Belarus, Kukuryki – border with Ukraine: there is no movements of swine animals (neighbouring third countries are not on the list from which the Member States authorize imports of swine animals);

Gdynia – movements of animals have not been registered since the accession of Poland into EU; Warszawa – Okęcie –  movements of swine animals have not been registered since the accession of Poland into EU. 

3. Administrative unit.

The smallest unit which APHIS can consider as a „administrative unit” in Poland is 
a district (powiat). According to the definition of Act of 11 March 2004 on protection of animal health and control of infectious diseases of animals (O. J. of 2004, No 69, item 625) region is a part of the territory of the Member State of the European Union with the area of minimum 2,000 km2, which is controlled by appropriate institutions and which comprise at least one of the administrative units specified in Annex 1 to the Act;

The most recent mission was performed on 6 – 9 September 2004 and was focused on animal health and animal identification. The report from that mission has not been sent yet by the FVO.
