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Dear Dr. Tschanz,
As President of an International Horticultural Society, the International Oak Society, I welcome very much your proposal, to exempt small lots of seed without phytosanitary certificates. The quantity of those packets of seeds should not exceed 50 seeds per packet, in 50 packets per shipment. 

Many of our members (Arboreta, Botanical gardens, Private Collectors) in the United States have had problems to obtain the necessary certificates. The exchange of seeds is of an immense value for scientific and horticultural purposes for many of our American members, with research and educational benefits. The scientific seed exchanges have affected institutions worldwide so far, and this will continue into the future. 
On behalf of the International Oak Society, I strongly support the initiative.
